The Drum Major Camp is designed for 
students who will be the drum major 
at their high school in the fall and for 
those who aspire to be a drum major.

This camp will include:

•	 score study
•	 dynamic leadership
•	 teaching fundamentals
•	 the role of the drum major

The camp will focus on current 
conducting techniques used by 
prominent marching bands across the 
country. Emphasis will be placed on 
leadership and the role of the drum 
major from the perspective of the 
high school director. Students are 
encouraged to bring recordings of 
their fall shows to work on individual 
conducting techniques.

MARCHING

This camp is beneficial to the 
individual drummer as well as entire 
school drumlines. Students are 
encouraged to bring the instrument 
they will be using in the fall, to give 
them a valuable head start.
